According to the latest 
Church statistics, at the beginning of 2008 the Church 
operated:                                                                       
1.    5,378 hospitals, most of them in Europe and Asia.   
There were 573 Church-run hospitals in the United States.      
2.   18,088 medical dispensaries, including 264 in the United

3.    521 clinics for people with leprosy, most in Asia and 
Africa.                                                                            
3.   15,448 homes for the old, chronically ill and disabled, 
more than half of them in Europe.  The  Church  runs 1,185 
such homes in the United States.                                     
The Church also operates more than 9,000 orphanages and 
more than 11,000 nurseries around the world, primarily in 
Asia, South America and Europe.

School Report: Rubber chips are to be placed under monkey 
bars.  Half steps added to bleachers. Kelly and Jacob 
Wansing did the labor and Karen Kriesel made a donationto 
help defray cost. Bathroom floor in upstairs elementary 
building is complete.  Mr. Littrell continues to monitor 
outstanding bills. Two teachers are retiring at the end of the 
year, Mrs. Flandermeyer and Mrs. Simonton. Alumnus of 
the year is being discussed. Seeking School Board 
nominations. Kitchen is still doing well. Stewardship letters 
have been sent out to all families which are behind on tithing 
or are not attending Mass. New server and accompanying 
hardware have been purchased and have arrived.  All was 
made possible through the technology donations/items from 
the last dinner auction and from grants.  Commission 
Reports: Administration: The closet to secure Hispanic 
music is completed. A complete rundown of our finances in 
comparison to last year was given. Education: Treasurer’s 
Report $228.58. Made $186 on 50/50 raffle. Videos and 
other supplies are needed for the school religion program.  
Reviewed and answered questions on the questionnaire from 
the diocese. Worship & Spiritual:  Pro-Life march was a 

smooth trip. Ministry fair had many positive remarks. An 
article for the Catholic Missourian is being assembled. May 
Crowning is set for 5/9/10 & 5/1/11 & Corpus Christi 
procession will be 6/6/10. Comments/concerns were sent via 
email regarding music part of the liturgy & concern about 
the procession of cantor to the ambo for the Responsorial 
Psalm, blue hymnals need to be replaced, piano sounds 
better than organ for the new Mass setting. Altar & Rosary 
will clean candles for Easter. Contacts will be made to 
coordinate ministers for Holy Week.  Social Concerns:  
Delivered pizza, sandwich supplies, grapes, apples, pretzels, 
homemade cookies and fruit punch to the Sue Long English 
as a Second Language Program and reviewed DPC Deanery 
Talking Points. Hispanic Community: Raffle and lunch 
sale on Feb. 7th was a success with a total of $1940 - $200 to 
parish for hall usage. Rosa Carrasco also sold food to help 
her nephew in Mexico who is fighting brain cancer and 
raised $500. On February 13th the VIRTUS program was 
given to 14 members. The artistic commission held first 
practice for the live stations.  New microphones were 
purchased (to replace stolen ones) due to a $500 grant. The 
parking lot light has been fixed. The electrical outlets 
outdoors that are used during the Harvest Festival need to be 
rewired – to do so will require going under the concrete pad. 
John Giger and Steve Hayob will work on this project. 
Penance Service is set for March 24th. Mr. Littrell has signed 
his contract to return next school year. We need to reach out 
to Mo Valley students - there are quite a few on campus and 
some do not even know about St Peter’s. Currently about 
even on finances,  but about $18,000 above this time last 
year. Will show a video of the Passion of Christ in the hall 
before services begin on Good Friday around 3pm. Father 
Tom’s Report: Practice for the Hispanic servers after 
Sunday Mass. Barb Chevalier had to withdraw her teaching 
position (K-2nd) with PSR and Julie Noah has taken her 
place.  Deacon Joe’s Report: Why Catholic? groups all 
under way and should finish before Palm Sunday. Deacon 
Richard’s Report: Still need vocation cross sign ups. The 
next council meeting is set for March 18, 2010.
