however, the plant is fastened to a stake and forced to grow
upright, it produces healthy fruit. As scripture says, “ Train up a
child in the way he should go, and when he is old he will not
depart from it” (Prov 22:6) Children need firm guidance and
good example fromtheir youngest years so they will grow
straight and “ upright” in their knowledge of and love for God.
Entering college is one of the most crucial crossroads for young
Cathoalics, and fathers must be vigilant in helping them through
thisrite of passage. So many Catholic parents are shattered
when their kids go to college and become swayed by an atheist
professor or are drawn away from the Church by others who
challenge their Catholic beliefs. It also happens that kids simply
succumb to the wiles of the world, which the Bible speaks of as
“the world, the flesh, and the devil.”
