IMMACULATE CONCEPTION  
    MASS, DEC. 9 – 7:00 PM 
Since the feast falls on a weekend this year, its ob-
servance is transferred to Monday, December 
9. This is normally treated as a holy day of 
obligation. Unfortunately, when the liturgical 
calendar was released by the USCCB , Dec. 9 
was listed as "NOT A HOLY DAY OF OBLIGA-
TION." 
 
Due to this error and the resulting confusion 
it generated, as well as the fact that our dio-
cese is largely rural with priests serving at multiple 
parishes, Bishop McKnight has released a dispensa-
tion “from the precept to attend Mass on the trans-
ferred Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception, 9 
December 2024.” 
 
St. Peter will offer a Mass at 7:00 P.M. on Monday 
Dec. 9 for those wishing to honor our national pa-
troness under her title of the Immaculate Concep-
tion. 

INMACULADA CONCEPCION  
MISA, DEC. 9 – 7:00 PM 
Dado que la fiesta cae en fin de semana este año, su 
observancia se traslada al lunes 9 de diciembre. Nor-
malmente se trata como un día santo de obligación. 
Lamentablemente, cuando la USCCB publicó el calen-
dario litúrgico, el 9 de diciembre aparecía como "NO 
UN DÍA DE PRECEPTO". 
 
Debido a este error y al resultado confusión que ge-
neró, así como el hecho de que Nuestra diócesis es 
mayoritariamente rural y los sacerdotes sirven en 
varias parroquias, el obispo McKnight ha publicado 
una dispensa “del precepto de asistir a Misa en la 

solemnidad trasladada de la Inmaculada 
Concepción, 9 de diciembre de 2024.”

Remembering Advent 

It always makes the laugh a little, these apocalyptic Gospel readings that come at the beginning of Advent. 
 
What a funny juxtaposition — all of us stringing twinkle lights and wrapping presents, with Jesus thundering on about the end of the 
world. It’s Christmas! Don’t be a downer. Pour me some more eggnog and turn up the Nat King Cole. 
 
Well, except it’s not Christmas. It’s Advent. 
 
There’s nothing wrong with the cultural accessories that have developed alongside this religious holiday. There’s nothing wrong with the 
twinkle lights and the eggnog. But here’s the thing: when Satan knows we’re watching the front gate, he slips in the back door. And 
something I’ve found is that one back door he likes to use in my life is Cultural Christmas. 
 
I love Cultural Christmas. I tend to overdo Cultural Christmas. I overschedule, I overdecorate, I overgift. All this “over” leads to — you 
guessed it! — overwhelm. “The anxieties of daily life,” as Jesus describes in today’s Gospel, make my heart drowsy. My spiritual Christ-
mas joy, time and time again, is diminished — all because I embrace Cultural Christmas and ignore Advent. Satan sneaks in with the 
twinkle lights and the Christmas carols and he snatches The Present like the nasty little Grinch he is. He photobombs my experience of 
the religious holidays with the anxieties I so willingly embrace because of the production that is Cultural Christmas. 
 
So, remember to rest this Advent, folks. Rest your heart. Rest your hands. Watch the back door and the front. Remember that this is the 
perfect time to be thinking about the state of your soul and not just the state of your house.
