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Opened in 1884 as St. Xavier's Academy
by the Sisters of Loretto, the school was
established as a main component of the
Catholic faith in
Saline County. In
1907 the Loretto
Sisters were
succeeded by the
Sisters of Notre

Dame de Sion who operated the school
until 1925. Then the Sisters of Mercy staffed
the now Mercy Academy, the first coed
high school in

the diocese. St.
Peter Grade
School was
added in 1949
and expanded in
1963. A new
Mercy High School was built in 1958. At

one time over 400 students were enrolled.

2nd - 4th Grade, 1928-29

Due to economic reasons Mercy High
School was closed in 1968. The Mercy
Sisters left in 1971 when the Presentation
Brothers came. With declining vocations,
the Brothers left in 1988. Sisters of the
Most Precious Blood arrived to maintain a
religious presence and an all lay faculty
pledged to continue the tradition of fine
Catholic education.
